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Abstracts

The purposes of this study was to study the role of trust in influence between organizational culture
and work performance of personnel : The mediating effect of knowledge sharing in the organization officials
of the parliament.This research was quantitative research. The questionnaire was used to collect data. The
sample consisted of 401 officials of Parliament and then be processed using descriptive statistics to analyze
the frequency, percentages and inferential statistics used Pearson’s Correlation and multiple regression
analysis to analyze the influence of variables. The study indicated that Learning and Development Cultural,
Support and Collaboration Culture and Mission - Oriented Culture that together had a positive influence on
sharing knowledge. But Adaptive Culture was no influence on knowledge sharing in the organization. Overall,
organizational culture has a positive influence on the sharing of organizational knowledge and performance.
Moreover, the knowledge sharing in the organization has a positive influence on the performance as well.
Results from study showed that knowledge sharing as a partial mediators on the relationship between
the organizational culture and work performance and the result of moderator found that trust in colleagues
was a positive influence variable in the relationship between organizational culture and knowledge sharing.
